Abstract

The main objective of the presentation is to raise questions about the relationship between dance and diaspora
based on the ethnographic example of Greek traditional dance competitions in the USA., (mainly the Folk Dance
Festival on the West Coast). These are large-scale annual dance events, in which various issues are highlighted, such
as:

- The dynamics of the formation of the Greek American diasporic identity

- Its relationship with mainstream America and the American dream

- The role of the church

In addition, the rifts and contrasts with the 'motherland' are identified regarding the practices and the reasons
(discourse) for the targeting and aesthetics of the dance performances. The concepts "diaspora" and " dance" are
perceived as dynamic categories, which converse with each historical and socio-cultural context.

He taught in many folk dance groups
in Greece and he also taught Greek traditional dances n Europe, Canada and U.S.A. He served several times as a judge
in the Greek American Folk dance festivals(F.D.F & H.D.F.) His research interests focus on issues of dance
anthropology, music, folklore and identities. In 2019 he edited, together with Nikos Poulakis, the collective volume.

Abstract

Defining and theorizing the term “diaspora” has been the subject of numerous analyses depending on the
epistemological starting point for examining the phenomenon. A small corpus of recent studies explores
“contemporary” or “late-modern diasporas” in a novel manner, that is by commingling issues of transnationalism and
globalization. This presentation aims to offer an updated insight into the conceptualization of the notion “dance in
diaspora” and to examine part of the multiple modalities of dance as a form of human experience and social
(inter)action in the sociocultural context of the Greek diaspora in Qatar. It is part of my doctoral research conducted
according to the ethnographic methodology. Within this theoretical framework, the presentation will focus on
ethnographic data concerning two cases of dance performance in the Qatari public sphere (with local at first and then
international viewing), in which the Greek folk dancing in Qatar group participated, addressing research questions
about cultural identity, politics and diasporic representations.
